This contract made this 5/ day of A Pre / . 2020, by and between Badger

State Waste LLC, of 1280 Lang Street West Bend, WI 53090 (hereinafter called the
"Contractor"), and the City of Oconomowoc WWTP, Oconomowoc, Wisconsin.

WITNESSETH:
That the Contractor and the City, for the consideration herein, agree as follows:
ARTICLE | - SCOPE OF WORK

The City owns and operates two 1.1 million gallon above ground biosolids
storage tanks in conjunction with its wastewater treatment operations at 900 South
Worthington St. Oconomowoc, WI. To accommodate the City’s operation of these tanks,
digested and thickened biosolids must be removed, transported and applied to
agricultural sites in the surrounding area, or stored for later disposal, in accordance with
WDNR and EPA requirements.

Loading of the trucks will be accomplished at loading station provided by the City
at the Treatment Facility. The City will furnish a 700 GPM pump for the loading of
biosolids into trucks as weather permits. During freezing conditions, the contractor will
be required to load all trucks using contractor owned vacuum equipment. Liquid
biosolids analyses will be provided by the City of Oconomowoc in accordance with
WDNR regulations.

Biosolids removal shall be done Monday through Friday between the hours of
6:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. Remaval after 6:00 p.m. and on Saturdays or Sundays may be
permitted upon request.

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS:

The contractor shall:

1. Remove a minimum of 1,200,000 gallons biosolids per calendar year. The
maximum volume to be hauled and applied will be 2,000,000 gallons per
calendar year.

2. Provide timely removal in sufficient volume to allow the City to empty the tank
once between May 1 and frozen ground of each calendar year of the contract
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and maintain a minimum of 50,000 gallons of remaining capacity in the tank at alt
times. By December 318t of the last year of the contract, the contractor shall
remove sufficient biosolids volume to provide 1,900,000 gallons of remaining
capacity in the City's biosolids storage tank.

Coordiriat; all biosolids removal with the City_’_é Warstewater Utility personnel.
Have the ability to haul liquid biosolids at solids concentrations up to 6.0% solids.
Utilize varying routes of travel through City if required to alleviate traffic concerns.
Obtain all necessary Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources, Wisconsin

Department of Transportation and / or EPA permits for hauling and application of
liquid biosolids on agricultural lands, and / or storage of liquid municipal biosolids.

LAND APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS:

The Contractor shall:

1.

Obtain all WDNR approved application sites, all permits, necessary paperwork,
monitoring and soil testing.

Calculate and provide loading rate prior to application. Confirm prior year
biosolids loading rates are figured in for current year application.

Prior to hauling send current soil sampling reports, WDNR Field #, approved field
photos and field hauling area highlighted.

Provide ail planning, scheduling, and coordination of biosolids application with
landowners and farmers.

ncorporate or surface apply biosolids according to field, crop and bicsolids
conditions.

Maintain ongoing records on the application of the biosolids including annual
application loading to the sites in accordance with WONR requirements.

Provide year-end report detailing all City of Oconomowoc biosolids application
activity. Submit WDNR form 3400-55, Annual Land Application Report no later
than January 15" of the year following the report year.

Maintain good rapport with landowners and farmers of the agricultural land being
used.

Maintain daily logs outlining trucks used, sites used, and gallons hauled to each
site/field.
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10. Pay all site fees, permits, and incidental costs associated with obtaining and use
of application sites.

11.Conduct all operations and business related to the hauling and application of the
City of Oconomowoc wastewater biosolids in strict accordance with WDNR and
EPA rules and regulations.

12. Complete WDNR forms 52 and 55 for all sites biosolids were hauled to by
January 9% of the year after biosolids are applied.

ARTICLE Il - CONTRACT PRICE

The City shall pay the Contractor for the performance of the contract, subject to any
conditions set forth in the contract documents, and to any additions or deductions
provided therein, in current funds, according to the following schedule.

For 2020 the City shall pay the contractor the sum of $.050 per gallon of biosolids
removed.

For 2021 the City shall pay the contractor the sum of $.050 per gallon of biosolids
removed. :

For 2022 the City shall pay the contractor the sum of $.050 per gallon of biosolids
removed.

PAYMENT:

The City will make payment to the Contractor based on a duly certified approved invoice
for the amount of liquid biosolids removed during the preceding calendar month. The
City of Oconomowoc's WWTP fiow meter will be the definitive determination of the
gallons hauled.

STORAGE REQUIREMENTS:

Shouid it become necessary, the contractor may choose to remove the City's biosolids
to another storage facility. If storage option is utilized, the contractor shall:

1. Use storage facilities which are approved by the Wisconsin Department of
Natural Resources for municipal biosolids storage.

2. Assume all future responsibility for the handling, conditioning, and disposal of
all biosolids taken to storage.

3. Provide year-end report on biosolids volume taken to storage.
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FUEL SURCHARGE ADJUSTMENT: Bid fuel price $3.00/gallon

If fuel exceads-$3.00-per gallon for diesel fuel,-calculations example follows: =~

Fuel price $3.15/Gallon at time of hauling (200 total miles divided by § miles/Gallon = 40
gallons of fuel used), 40 gallons of fuel x the difference in fuel price ($.15) = $5.60 total

fuel charge

ARTICLE ill - TERM OF CONTRACT

The term of this contract shall be from April 1, 2020, through December 31, 2022. The
City shall have the right, for any reason, to cancel this contract by giving written notice
of the cancellation to the Coniractor on or before December 15, for the final year of the
term. Upon receipt of such cancellation notice, the Contractor shall continue to perform
until December 31, of that year on which date this contract shall terminate.

ARTICLE IV - INSURANCE

After award of the contract and prior to commencing work on the contract, the
Contractor shall submit certification of insurance for Worker's Compensation Insurance
coverage as per Chapter 102 of the Statute requirements and all amendments thereto;
for Comprehensive General Liability and Property Damage insurance, coverage {o
include premises and operation; Contractor's Protective Insurance; Contractual
including sole negligence coverage for-not less than $1,000,000 combined single fimit
for bodily injury and for property damage; Comprehensive Automobile Liability and
Property Damage for operations of owner, hired and non-cwned motor vehicles with a
combined single limitation for bodily injury and property damage of $1,000,000, and an
umbrella policy of at least $3,000,000 each Occurrence and Aggregate .

Contractor shall file certificates of insurance annually.

ARTICLE V - COMPONENT PARTS OF THIS CONTRACT

The contract consists of the following component parts, all of which are fully a part of
this contract as if herein set out verbatim or, if not attached, as if hereto attached:

1. Resolution awarding contract;
2. Certificates of insurance
3. This Agreement.

In the event that any provision in any of the above component parts of this contract
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conflict with any provision in any other part, the provision of the component part first
enumerated above shall govern over any other component part which follows it
numerically, except as may be otherwise specifically stated.
